Campaign for reopening test
centres

INSTRUCTORS ELATED AT SHADOW MINISTERS'
DRIVING TEST CENTRE COMMITMENT!

Wiltshire Driving Instructors fighting for the reopening of Trowbridge Driving Test
Centre (DTC) and the reinstatement of motorbike road riding testing at Trowbridge or
Chippenham DTCs, following a House of Commons Transport Committee Report
which severely criticised the Government and the Driving Standards Agency (DSA)
for closing local DTCs, met with Theresa Viliers MP, Conservative Shadow
Secretary of State for Transport, while she was visiting Corsham on 8th April 2010.
Theresa Villiers MP, who would be ultimately responsible for the DSA together with
driver and rider testing if the Conservatives win the election, was very concerned at
the impact of the DSADTC closure programme across the UK on people living in
areas affected by closures such as Trowbridge, Westbury and Frome together with
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the impact on people living in the nearest test centre towns such as Chippenham
where there were more learner cars on the roads with thousands of tonnes of
avoidable CO2 pollution each year resulting from journeys to and from test centre
towns.

Theresa Villiers MP listened to and acknowledged the instructors' concerns that the
closure of Trowbridge DTC along with a number of DTCs nationwide had put the
cost of learning to drive or ride out of reach for a number of teenagers as a result of
the extra cost, running into hundreds of pounds, required to familiarise learner
drivers with the area in which they’ll take their test which has definitely resulted in a
decline in the number of people taking professional driving lessons, a potentially
negative impact on driving standards and an inevitable increase in the numbers of
people driving or riding without a licence. Theresa Villers MP said "A Conservative
Government would review the nationwide DSA driving test centre closure
programme, including the locations of car and motorbike testing centres and those
that have been closed. We need to look again at the decisions that have been made.
The Government have made a complete mess of the new motorbike testing regime
and they have serious guestions to answer about their handling of the whole network
of driving test centres."

The Driving Instructors have received a similar pledge from Norman Baker, Liberal
Democrat Shadow Transport Secretary, who said “"The Liberal Democrats will
conduct a full review of the driving test centre closure programme."

The Instructors have written to local Labour Party Parliamentary Candidates and are
awaiting a response from Gordon Brown or Lord Adonis, Secretary of State for
Transport.

Gary Fossey of Shamrock Driving School, based in Calne, said "We are very
pleased to have had the opportunity to discuss this issue with Theresa Viliers MP
and are delighted that, as Conservative Shadow Secretary of State for Transport,
she has given a commitment to a review of the nationwide DSA driving test centre
closure programme, including the locations of car and motorbike testing centres and
those that have been closed. We're similarly delighted with the commitment given by
Norman Baker MP, Lib Dem Shadow Transport Secretary, to undertake a full review
of the driving test centre closure programme. Being able to drive or ride is vital when
it comes to job prospects and it's essential that people are able to afford to learn to
drive and ride safely. Essential services such as Driving Test Centres must remain
local and accessible by all."

Roger Brunt a driving instructor based in Trowbridge, who taught reigning Formula 1
World Drivers’ Champion Jenson Button MBE to drive, said “Jenson Button passed
his test at Trowbridge test centre and is living testament to the importance of
learning to drive when it comes to career prospects! It's a travesty that major towns
such as Trowbridge don’'t have a Driving Test Centre.”

Wilfred Emmanuel-Jones, Conservative Parliamentary Candidate for Chippenham,
said "If elected, | will work to ensure the review of the nationwide DSA driving test
centre closure programme is completed in a timely fashion. In particular, | will



continue to support the work of the Wiltshire Driving Instructors to reverse the
decision in Trowbridge".

Duncan Hames, Liberal Democrat Parliamentary Candidate for Chippenham, said
"I'm delighted that our Shadow Transport Secretary, Norman Baker, has agreed to
commit the Liberal Democrats to a thorough review of this closure programme. The
loss of Trowbridge Driving Test Centre was bad news for learners who have to travel
to Chippenham, bad news for Chippenham residents who experience increased
traffic, and bad news for the environment. The building is still sitting empty, so this
decision could be easily reversed.”

From the DSA

Online booking system is moving

The online booking system for practical driving tests is
moving to Directgov. That means from 9.00 am on
Monday 21 March from you’ll need to visit
direct.gov.uk/drivingtest  to book, check, change or
cancel your practical driving test.

Your right to appeal against a decision made by the
Approved Driving Instructor Registrar

You have the right of appeal to the independent Transport Tribunal if you disagree
with the Approved Driving Instructor (ADI) Registrar's decision to:

refuse your application for registration
refuse to grant you a trainee licence
remove your name fromthe ADI Register
revoke your existing trainee licence

The ADI Registrar will inform you in advance that they are going to do any of these
things. You have the right to respond.

If the ADI Registrar does not change their decision, then you have the right of appeal
to the Transport Tribunal. This is an independent body.
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Once it has received your appeal, the Transport Tribunal will arrange to hold a
hearing. This will normally take place in London or Glasgow. The Tribunal will take
all of the evidence into account to help it decide whether the Registrar's decision
should be upheld or overturned.

The Tribunal has the power to award costs to the Driving Standards Agency if they
decide againstyou and uphold the Registrar's decision. However, costs are not
normally awarded against you if your appeal is reasonable.

You can find out more about the tribunal process by reading the booklet "Transport
Tribunal - Explanatory Leaflet. The leaflet will automatically be sent to you with the
Registrar's decision letter if they have:

refused your application for registration
removed your name from the Register
refused - or revoked - your trainee licence

Reporting illegal driving instruction

Itis illegal for a person to provide driving instruction for a fee if they are not suitably
qualified and registered with the Driving Standards Agency (DSA).

The DSA Fraud and Integrity Team (FIT) thoroughly investigate every case of
suspected illegal instruction, and work closely with the police and prosecuting
authorities to take them to court.

Approved Driving Instructors or Potential Driving Instructors who have any
suspicions regarding illegal instruction can contact DSA FIT by:

All information you provide to DSA FIT will be treated in the strictest confidence.

Driver Certificate of Professional Competence

scheme —
improvements to administrative arrangements

On 9 November 2009, we announced the results of the consultation: '‘Driver CPC
Scheme - improvements to administrative arrangements' which confirmed our
intention to incorporate certain administrative arrangements within the Vehicle
Drivers (Certificates of Professional Competence) Regulations 2007.

The amendments to the Regulations will take effect on 21 April 2010 .
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They will make explicit the minimum test vehicle specifications for vehicles presented
for a CPC module 4 (practical) test. They also provide for a:
minimum three clear working day wait for candidates following an
unsuccessful CPC test

minimum cancellation period if the fee is to be repaid, of three clear working
days for tests conducted by a competent authority

right for examiners to refuse to conduct theory and practical tests in certain
circumstances and for the fee to be forfeited

trainer booking facility for providers of Driver CPC training to book and pay for
CPC theory and practical tests in advance of the test date but not confirm the
candidate details until the day before the test

requirement for a candidate to pass a module 2 (theory) test before booking a
module 4 (practical) test

These arrangements are not new. They have operated successfully, albeit onan
administrative basis, since the CPC for bus and coach drivers was introduced in
September 2008.

Confirming the arrangements in regulations will provide greater clarity and
transparency for both candidates and trainers alike.

£30 million boost for low carbon
transport
Low carbon buses and fuel generated from

Department for everyday waste are at the centre of a £30 million

government fund to help reduce emissions from
Transport Rt

The plans form part of the Department for
Transport's wider strategy to encourage a radical
shift to low carbon transport and improve air quality in our cities.
As part of the funding, local authorities and bus operators will have the opportunity to
bid for an additional £10 million to buy new low carbon buses. This is an extension to
the existing scheme which is delivering around 350 low carbon buses in England.
There will also be a £3.5 million pot to support the increased use of biogas - a
sustainable renewable fuel produced from waste material. Biogas can be used in the
same way as conventional fossil fuels, powering vehicles and homes.
The government believes that generating fuel from waste has the potential to provide
significant environmental benefits and will be crucialin helping the UK meet its tough
carbon reduction targets.
Transport Secretary Andrew Adonis said:
“l want Britain to be at the forefront of ultra-low carbon technology, blazing a trail for
environmentally-friendly transportation.
“These measures will not only help us to reduce emissions but also provide a
sustainable and economically viable alternative to traditional carbon-based
transport.
“I am confident that we are on the right track to deliver a greener and cleaner
industry that meets the needs of society as a whole whilst addressing the
environmental challenges we face.”
Pat McFadden said:
“Increasing the funds for developing the UK’s supply chains for low and ultra low
carbon vehicles is further proof of the commitment we have across Government to
address the low carbon challenge.
“Car manufacturers such as Toyota and Nissan have already announced that they
will be producing low carbon vehicles in the UK and we hope Vauxhall will follow.
This funding will also help consumers and operators recognise low carbon vehicles
as a viable, affordable alternative when buying a vehicle and drive Britain closer to
our goal of being the number one destination in the world to manufacture low carbon
technologies”
Also included in the fund is:
anincrease in funding for the Technology Strategy Board’s low-carbon vehicle
supply networks competition. This aims to develop UK supply chains for low and
ultra-low carbon vehicles

a new test centre in Nuneaton, to develop and test future intelligent transport
technologies. It is hoped that these technologies could increase fuel efficiency and
improve congestion

a low carbon truck demonstration project, aiming to demonstrate the benefits
of lower carbon heavy goods vehicles over a full range of operations
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further funding for the Alternative Fuels Infrastructure Grant programme,
which supports the installation of refuelling and recharging stations for a range of
alternative fuels

Hat Trick for Merseyside Driving
Instructor

Kathy Higgins of Insight 2 Drive has scored herself a hat-trick. Within a 10 day
period towards the end of March, she managed to get the 3 top scores that she has
been working hard towards.

First off; she found out that she has passed her Post Graduate Certificate in
Coaching for Driving Development. This was through the University of East London.
The five-day course is run by Dr Jonathan Passmore. There were only 11 other
people on the course, so this makes Kathy one of only 12 people in the UK who
have this qualification.

Second, came her check test that all driving instructors have to undergo every 2 to 4
years to ensure they meetrequired teaching standard. Kathy also had to do a fleet
check test because she holds the fleet driving qualification, and as it's difficult to get
a fleet client to go along; she decided to do role-play including coaching and tuition.
After a grueling 55 minutes of mistakes, discussions and correction Kathy was
awarded a grade 6: the highest grade a driving instructor can achieve.
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To complete the hat trick - just eight days later - Kathy underwent an ORDIT (Official
Register of Driving Instructor Trainers) inspection. This included premises,
paperwork and in-car training. Once again, Kathy scored an impressive top score of
6 in every box! She achieved this by using lots of coaching in the session with
potential Driving Instructor Julie (whom she’d never met before). In a further
testament to Insight 2 Drive’s success, Julie, who had trained with another
establishment a few years before said;

“I could tell it was so different and much better that | had had before, | could see
why Kathy scored so high.”

Kathy is naturally delighted with her top results:

“l did not tell anyone | had my check test coming up as | have trained lots of people
to get a grade 6, so if | didn’t get one it would look really bad! However, as luck
would have it one of my instructors turned up for an L test and 3 instructors (whom |
have known for years) were in the waiting room!

But | do feel that all the CPD | have done has finally paid off and it goes to show that
you can use coaching on check tests and still get great results. | would especially
like to thank Ged Wilmot and Tim Ripton who put up with my constant whining and
put me though my paces a few days before the test.”

Kathy is now looking forward to her next challenge which is to continue to build and
grow Insight 2 Drive to become the best driving school, not only to work and learn
with, but for instructors to develop with too. And with results like this, Insight 2 Drive
are already well on the way to making this a reality!

Prisoners at HMP Altcourse,
Liverpool, raise funds for Road
Peace.

On 12" March, ten prisoners and four staff at Atcourse prison, Liverpool, took partin
a 20km Triathlon to raise money for RoadPeace, the national charity for road crash
victims.

As well as some of the inmates, Phil Nolan, the assistant prison director, Martin Earl,
the chaplain, (who lost his brother in a car crash) and staff member Colin Smith, also
took part. Martin ended up doing an extra three and a half miles because he thought
his bike was set to kilometres and it was actually miles! He was still smiling in the
afternoon. Robbi Biddulph, a driving instructor at Insight 2 Drive, who is also the
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fitness instructor at the prison, organised the event (and was up until midnight the
night before printing and ironing T-shirts).

The lads split between the various machines in the gym; running, cycling and rowing
and their times were logged to see who was fastest. A huge ghetto blaster was
pumping out some deafening, heavy bass, dance music to psych them up and keep
them going. They put themselves through a lot of physical effort and pain having
already endured a long period of training. All of this despite several of them still
suffering serious injuries from their collisions.

David Midmer of RoadPeace witnessed the event and had the opportunity to talk
individually to some of the guys. He said “It's greatto meet people who are so
intense about what they are doing and determined to work hard for a good cause. It's
also very interesting to discover the backgrounds to their stories.” The original idea
sprang from inmate Robert who lost a family member in a road crash. He wanted to
raise some money for a charity as part of his redemption. He got talking with Daniel
who is suffering terrible remorse after kiling someone very close to him in a collision.
They decided it should be a charity associated with road crash victims.

David, sole proprietor of GOLD STAR professional driving instruction and co founder
of Wirral's newly formed ATLAS driving group works with Kathy Higgins, the founder
of Insight 2 Drive, Merseyside. Both are involved in running speed awareness
courses for Merseyside police. David said “Kathy knew that my twenty-two year old
son, Nathan, had been run over and killed at Christmas 2000 and that | worked as a
volunteer with RoadPeace, the national charity for road crash victims.”. Kathy
introduced David to Robbi and on 25th February, David visited the prison to talk to
the inmates about the work of RoadPeace. This was followed by a very frank
interactive session of questions and answers.

RoadPeace was founded in 1992 and receives no statutory or government support.
This means it can remain independent when advising on matters of road safety.
RoadPeace, therefore, relies totally on the generosity of, mainly, the very people
who have suffered road trauma to supportits work, so any opportunity such as this is
of immense value.

Although RoadPeace welcomes the money (around £1,500 so far (but don't let that
stop you donating!), for David the mostimportant things are; firstly, the way these
men are putting something positive back into society by their actions but secondly
and, overwhelmingly, they are sending out a powerful message to the general public
to see what are the consequences of their actions and not to emulate them.

“When someone dies in a road traffic crash everybody loses. The victims obviously,
who lose their lives and what was ahead of them, or are seriously injured so that
their lives will never be as full and happy as they should be. The victims' families who
suffer as they lose a loved one, and the financial burdens which restrict what they
can do, emotional problems and so on. Some families have to cope with caring for
relatives with terrible physical or brain injuries. Then, of course, the prisoners and
their families also miss out on what they should be doing.”
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David is looking forward to going back into the prison to meet the lads again and to
present them with certificates in recognition of their achievements. RoadPeace wish
to thank everyone involved greatly for their dedication, effort and pain. Robbi has
worked tirelessly to organise, train, motivate and inspire everyone concerned. Robert
has some very intelligent and creative ideas to put out these messages and Daniel
desperately wants to tell his story to stop others making the same mistakes. David
will do his best to help them achieve their vision.

To everyone who has already made donations, RoadPeace are extremely grateful
for your generosity.

“Hi Everyone
Justto letyou all know that there is a problem with online booking, story as follows-

Yesterday | tried to book a driving test online and | was informed that there was a
problem with the Theory Certificate Number | submitted and was instructed to call
the National Booking Number 0300 200 1122. | Phoned and was informed by the
booking clerk that there was a problem with the system and to try again later. 1 asked
the booking clerk to check the Theory Certificate Number as My student has had a
test before. There was no problem with the Theory Number but there is a problem
with the system. The Clerk informed me that Pearson (The Theory Test
Organisation) had lost some data and did not put these data i.e. Passed Theory
Certificate Number onto the system. (My student passed her Theory last year in
November 2009) This means that the only way to book a driving test would be by
phone and Not online. | asked the Clerk if there was any way of getting the theory
certificate number onto the system so when the system came back online | would be
able to book my students test. Guess What? NO the system would not allow it. This
morning | phoned the booking office and once again | was informed that the system
was down and was likely to be down for some time. Again | was informed by the
booking clerk of the lost data by Pearson.

| contacted DSA and informed them of the facts, this afternoon | received a call from
Gillian Mather who was very helpful and said this is the first time that they have
heard of this problem and will be looking into the matter. | told her | found this hard to
believe as 2 different clerk had told me that data had been lost and this has affected
thousands. | passed my students details to her and she had the same problem trying
to book a test. | told Gillian that this was unacceptable and she fully agreed with me.
(She is still looking into this and will contact me shortly). | will inform you of the
outcome.

Please Pass on this info to your students if they are having problems ref their
Certificate Number when Booking. Unfortunately even if the system comes back
online 1 will not be able to book a test until next week Tuesday because of the bank
holidays.

And Finally...

A bit of useful advice - verified by the Dorset
Police .

I know you don't all live in Dorset but a mobile is a mobile where ever you live .
I didnt know about 112 did you?

The number does work from a mobile.

This actually happened to someone's daughter. Lauren was 19 yrs old and in
college.

This story takes place over the Christmas/New Year's holiday break.

It was the Saturday before New Year and it was about 1.00pm in the afternoon, and
Lauren was driving to visit a friend,

when an UNMARKED police car pulled up behind her and put its lights on.

Lauren's parents have 4 children (of various ages) and have always told them never
to pull over for an unmarked car on the side of the road, but rather wait until they get
to a service station, etc.

So Lauren remembered her parents' advice and telephoned 112 from her mobile
phone.
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This connected her to the police dispatcher. She told the dispatcher that there was
an unmarked police car with a flashing blue light on his rooftop behind her and that
she would not pull over right away but wait until she was in a service station or busy
area.

The dispatcher checked to see if there was a police car where she was and there
wasn't and he told her to keep driving,

remain calm and that he had back-up already on the way.

Ten minutes later 4 police cars surrounded her and the unmarked car behind her.
One policeman went to her side and the others surrounded the car behind.

They pulled the guy from the car and tackled him to the ground. The man was a
convicted rapist and wanted for other crimes.

I never knew that bit of advice, but especially for a woman alone in a car, you do not
have to pull over for an UNMARKED car.

Apparently police have to respect your right to keep going to a 'safe’ place.

You obviously need to make some signals that you acknowledge them; i.e. put on
your hazard lights or call 112 like Lauren did.

Too bad the mobile phone companies don't give you this little bit of wonderful
information.

So now it's your turn to let your friends know about 112

(112 is an emergency number on your mobile that takes you straight to the police
because 999 does not work if you have no signal).

This is good information that | did not know!

Please pass onto all your friends, especially any females.

As far as | am aware, 112 uses a system called triangulation so they can also
pinpoint exactly where you are phoning from.
